MEETING OF THE HEADS OF RCC
ADMINISTRATIONS

Headed by Director General Vadim Belov, a delegation of Intersputnik
took part in the 49th meeting of the Heads of Administrations of the
Regional Commonwealth in the Field of Communications (RCC) held in
Astana, Kazakhstan, on July 15-16, 2014. The meeting was also attended
by the delegations of other RCC signatories, the Pan-African Postal Union,
the Inter-American Telecommunications Commission, the European
Conference of Postal and Telecommunications Administrations, the
International Telecommunication Union, and nominees for elective ITU
offices.

Among other topics, the meeting reviewed progress in the
preparation for the 2014 ITU Plenipotentiary Conference, the 2015 World
Radiocommunication Conference and Radiocommunication Assembly, the
2016 World Standardization Assembly of the ITU, and other aspects of the
RCC’s current activity. A progress report was presented by Elina Morozova,
Chair of the Working Group for the Revision of the RCC's Constituent
Instruments, Head of Intersputnik’s International and Legal Service. Also,
the meeting elected heads of the RCC's working bodies. As suggested by
the RCC Executive Committee, Ms. Morozova was re-elected for another
three-year term and awarded a certificate of merit for her personal
contribution to the activity of the RCC.

The next meeting of the Heads of RCC Administrations, where
Intersputnik’s Director General Vadim Belov will present information on
current activity and further development, will be held in May 2015 in
Moscow, Russia.

INTERNATIONAL ASTRONAUTICAL CONGRESS

On September 28 — October 3, 2014 Elina Morozova, Head of Intersputnik’s
International and Legal Service, attended in Toronto, ON the 65th annual
International Astronautical Congress uniting space industry companies
and space agencies from most countries of the world. The Congress
is the highest-profile event held under the aegis of the International
Astronautical Federation and the International Institute of Space Law.

Within the framework of the colloquium on international space law
Ms. Morozova spoke about the latest changes in Russian space industry
laws. The main point was the draft Russian government regulation

concerning the international legal protection of the assignment of radio
frequencies or radio communications channels and the procedure of
the use in Russia of satellite telecommunications networks subject to
the jurisdiction of foreign states. This Requlation was drafted with the
participation of Intersputnik’s specialists.

During the Congress there was held a general meeting of the International
Institute of Space Law, which made decisions on the current activity and
establishment of working bodies. Ms. Morozova was elected chair of the
election committee for another year.

On October 20 - November 7, 2014 the ITU held a reqular Plenipotentiary
Conference (PC-14) in Busan, Korea. This event was attended by
Intersputnik Executive Director Victor Veshchunov.

The Plenipotentiary Conference is the ITU's highest directive body.
Convened once every four years, the Conference defines the general policy,
approves four-year strategic and finance plans, elects the organization’s
top officers, Council members and members of the Radio Requlations
Board.

PC-14 elected Houlin Zhao (China) ITU Secretary-General and Malcolm
Johnson (U.K.) Deputy Secretary-General. There were also elected heads
of three ITU bureaus, and members of the Radio Regulations Board (RRB).
From Region C there were elected to serve on the RRB representatives

of the following Intersputnik member countries: from the Russian
Federation — V.A. Strelets, Advisor to the CEO of Morsviazsputnik, and
from Ukraine — E.V. Khairov, Deputy Head of the Ukrainian State Radio
Frequency Center.

PC-14 elected members of the [TU Council — the highest authority between
plenipotentiary conferences — which consists of the representatives
of 48 ITU member states. Represented in the Council are the following
Intersputnik member countries: Cuba, Germany, Poland, Bulgaria, Russia,
Romania, Azerbaijan, and India.

During the conference, Intersputnik’s representative held consultations
with the delegations of numerous countries.

Launch of Express-AM6 (53°E)

On October 22, 2014 Intersputnik’s strategic partner Russian Satellite
Communications Company added a heavy spacecraft named Express-AM6
to its satellite fleet at 53°E.

This Russian satellite was built by Reshentnev Information Satellite
Systems in cooperation with MDA (Canada) and Radio Research Institute
(Russia) to continue implementing the Federal Special-Purpose Program
for the Development of Video and Radio Broadcasting in the Russian
Federation in 2009-2015.

Express-AM®6 carries 72 transponders in C, Ku, Ka, and u L bands with
a total resource of over 2,700 MHz. The satellite will provide broadband
access, affordable digital broadcasting, and triple-play services as
well as help support the existing VSAT networks and install new ones.
Express-AM8 will contribute to closer international cooperation in the field
of satellite telecommunications in Europe, Africa, and the Near East.

Express-AM6 is scheduled to be brought into use on July 1, 2015 after
its testing is completed.

KazSat-3 (58.5°E) brought into use

On April 28, 2014 Kazakhstan's telecommunications satellite KazSat-3
was successfully deployed at 58.5°E.

The bus was manufactured by Reshetnev Information Satellite Systems
under a contract with the Republican Center for Satellite Communications,
and the payload by Thales Alenia Space.

The satellite has 28 Ku-band transponders for fixed services, video
broadcasting, high-speed access to the Internet and data transmission in
Kazakhstan and its neighboring countries.

After the successful launch Kazakhstan has two geostationary satellites:
Kazsat-2 and Kazsat-3.

The satellite’s payload parameters were tested on June 18-25, 2014
and it was placed in service in the fall of 2014.

Reorganizing Intersputnik Holding Ltd.

In the second half of 2014 steps were taken to reorganize Intersputnik
Holding Ltd., put lsatel (Russia) under Intersputnik’s direct control,
sell 99% of the stock of Isatel (Kyrgyzstan) to Isatel (Russia) and wind
up Intersputnik Holding Ltds managing company in Bermuda. These
measures will help manage Intersputnik’s subsidiaries better and make
them more profitable. In October 2014 Isatel (Russia) formed its board
of directors chaired by Intersputik Finance Division Director Svetlomir
Stoychev. The reorganization will be completed before the year-end.

Both the Russian and the Kyrgyz companies continue operating quite
actively in the satellite telecommunications markets in Russia, the (IS and
other countries. Several new projects have been implemented. Specifically,
at the beginning of Q4 Isatel (Russia) successfully established four trunk
channels for Tajikistan's major cellular operator TT Mobile, and Isatel
(Kyrgyzstan) won a tender for the supply of hardware for the automation
of border checkpoints in the Republic of Kyrgyzstan. This project will be
carried out within the framework of the “road map” for Kyrgyzstan to
accede to the Customs Union. This fall Isatel (Russia) took part in practically
allimportant industry exhibitions and conferences and held meetings and
discussions with its existing and potential partners and customers.
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
