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Activities of Intersputnik’s governing bodies

Joint XXXVIII session of the Board and 11th meeting of the Operations

Committee of Intersputnik

On April 27—28, 2010, Hoi An, Socialist Republic of
Viet Nam, hosted the joint XXXVIII session of the Board
and 11th meeting of the Operations Committee. Held on
the invitation of H.E. Mr. Le Nam Thang, Standing Vice-
Minister of Information and Communications of the Socialist
Republic of Viet Nam, this event was attended by high-
level representatives from most of the Intersputnik Member
Countries and Signatories.

H.E. Mr. Le Nam Thang, Representative of the
Socialist Republic of Viet Nam on the Intersputnik Board,
was elected Chairman of the Board for the next year and
chairman of the joint session.

During the joint meeting, the Board and the Operations
Committee addressed and made decisions on various
aspects of the Organization’s business. The delegates
reviewed a detailed report of Intersputnik’s Director General
related to the Organization’s performance over the year and
a report on the performance of Intersputnik’s subsidiary
Intersputnik Holding, Ltd. — an international group of
operators. Compared to 2008, in 2009 revenues grew by
11.2% and profits by 12.6%. The Board and the Operations
Committee gave a high appraisal to the Organization’s
performance noting that the positive indicators were
secured against the background of the global financial and
€conomic Crisis.

The delegates reviewed and approved the report of
the Chair of the Operations Committee on action taken by
the Committee over the year and the Report of the Audit
Committee on the audit of Intersputnik’s financial and
economic indicators during the period from January 1 to
December 31, 2009 and Intersputnik’s Finance Plan for
2010.

The Board and the Operations Committee thoroughly
discussed progress in the filing, notification and international

frequency coordination of Intersputnik’s satellite networks
as a vital aspect of Intersputnik’s activity. In this context,
the governing bodies reviewed the status of Intersputnik’s
cooperation with the Telecommunications Administration
of the Republic of Belarus acting as Intersputnik’s
Notifying Administration with respect to several satellite
networks and found it advisable to assign these functions
to the Telecommunications Administration of the Russian
Federation, which performs the functions of Intersputnik’s
Notifying Administration with respect to most Intersputnik
satellite networks.

In this context, Intersputnik’s governing bodies
gave a high appraisal to international satellite projects
implemented with Intersputnik’s participation and using
the Organization’s spectrum and orbit resource. The
Directorate was instructed to take steps so that such
projects are successfully completed.

The delegates reviewed the updated version of the
‘Procedures of Filing Intersputnik Satellite Networks with
the International Telecommunication Union and Securing
their International Legal Protection’. The ‘Procedures’ were
approved and took effect.

Also, the joint meeting looked into and approved
a program of developing the Intersputnik satellite
telecommunications system. Its key features are the
procurement of Intersputnik’s own space segment and
maximum utilization of Intersputnik’s  spectrum/orbit
resource in cooperation with partners interested in co-
financing Intersputnik’s projects, first of all, in the Member
Countries.

Another important event was the election of the Deputy
Director General. The delegates elected Intersputnik’s
Deputy Director General to hold this senior office for
another four years.

VIENNA. 49" meeting of the legal subcommittee of the UN Committee

On May 21—25, 2010, Elina Zaytseva, Head of
Intersputnik’s International and Legal Service, took part
in the 49th meeting of the legal subcommittee of the UN
Committee on the Peaceful Uses of Outer Space held at
the UN Vienna headquarters.

Within the framework of the agenda of the meeting,
Intersputnik’s speaker made a presentation describing
the activities of the Organization. The delegates took
a special interest in the section of the presentation
dedicated to the joint satellite project with the Israeli

operator Spacecom based on the Organization’s own
spectrum and orbit resource and in Intersputnik’s
participation in international tenders to establish
Colombia’'s and Turkmenistan’s national satellite
telecommunications systems.

One can note as a general trend that the legal
subcommittee and the UN Committee on the Peaceful
Uses of Outer Space itself were paying more attention
to issues related to access and use of the geostationary
spectrum and orbit resource.

MOSCOW. 42" meeting of the Council of the Heads of
Telecommunications Administrations of the Regional Commonwealth in

the Field of Communications

On May 8, 2010 Moscow hosted the 42nd meeting
of the Council of the Heads of Telecommunications
Administrations of the Regional Commonwealth in the Field
of Communications presided over by the Chairman of the
Council, Minister of Telecom and Mass Communications
of the Russian Federation Igor Shchegolev. The Council
reviewed and made decisions on issues related to
the preparation to world fora of the International
Telecommunication Union, development of information
technologies and services provided by governments,
internal activities of the Regional Commonwealth and

other important issues. At the meeting, Intersputnik
Deputy Director General Stefan Kollar made a presentation
of the Intersputnik International Organization of Space
Communications and described its experience in using
its own spectrum and orbit resource and procuring a
space segment based on this resource. Following a
recommendation of the Council of telecommunications
operators of the Commonwealth, the Council of the Heads
of Telecommunications Administrations decided to admit
Intersputnik’s subsidiary Intersputnik Holding, Ltd. to the
Council of telecommunications operators as an observer.
