INTERSPUTNIK GOVERNING BODIES IN ACTION

Joint XLII session of the Board and 17th meeting of the Operations

Committee

On May 27-28, 2014 representatives of the member countries of
Intersputnik met in Budapest, Hungary, on the invitation of the Ministry
of National Development of Hungary for the joint XLII session of the
Board and 17th meeting of the Operations Committee of the Intersputnik
International Organization of Space Communications. The joint session was
attended by Azerbaijan, Belarus, Bulgaria, Hungary, Vietnam, Germany,
Kazakhstan, Kyrgyzstan, Poland, Russia, Romania, Ukraine, and the Czech
Republic.

The delegates of the joint session were welcomed by H.E. Dr. Balazs
Karoly Solymar, Deputy State Secretary for Infocommunications of the
Ministry of National Development. In his statement he pointed out that
Hungary attached special importance to the expansion of multifaceted
cooperationwith Intersputnik exemplified by the close interaction between
Hungary and Intersputnik at the recent World Radiocommunication
Conference.

During the joint session, the Operating Agreement was signed by
H.E. Dr. Monika Karas, President of the National Media and
Infocommunications Authority of Hungary — the newly appointed
Intersputnik Signatory from Hungary. Addressing the delegates,
H.E. Dr. Monika Karas emphasized that the ratification by the National
Assembly of Hungary in February 2014 of Intersputnik’s fundamental
documents — the Protocol on Amendments to the Intersputnik Agreement
and the Operating Agreement — is a vivid illustration of constructive
cooperation between Hungary and Intersputnik.

The delegates of the joint session unanimously elected
Mr. Péter Vari, Deputy Director General of National Media and
Infocommunications Authority of Hungary, Chairman of the Board —
Intersputnik’s highest governing body.

Anotherimportantissue was the election of the Chair of the Intersputnik
Operations Committee. For another three years, this key position will be
held by Ms. Ksenia Drozdova, Deputy CEO for Business Development, Head
of Service for Business Development with Russian Space Communications
Company.

Within the framework of the approved agenda, the Board and
the Operations Committee reviewed a wide range of issues related to
Intersputnik’s current operations and prospects for the future. The Director
General presented a report describing Intersputnik’s performance in 2013.
It was again stressed that Intersputnik was growing at a high rate using
more satellite capacity and cooperating with more partners. This was
confirmed by the report of the Audit Committee on the examination of
Intersputnik’s financial and economic performance in 2013 and the report
on the fulfillment of the 2013 finance plan. The Board and the Operations
Committee elected new members of the Audit Committee for another
three-year term.

Considering that over the previous several years Intersputnik’s revenues
and profit had been steadily growing, the Board and the Operations
Committee approved a new investment strategy aimed at acquiring highly
remunerative assets.

Considerable attention was paid to the expansion of the Organization’s
international satellite telecommunications system with a focus on
the procurement of Intersputnik’s own space segment based on new
satellites, and maximum use of the available orbit and frequency
resource. Information was presented to the delegates on progress in
the implementation of joint satellite projects and prospects of potential
cooperation with new partners in activating satellite networks which had
not been used earlier. The Board and the Operations Committee upheld
steps taken by the Directorate and instructed it to successfully complete
earlier satellite projects and launch new ones using Intersputnik’s orbit
and frequency resource.

The Ministry of Communications and Informatization of the Republic of
Belarus invited the Board and the Operations Committee to meet for their
next joint session in Q2 2015 in Minsk.

INTERNATIONAL CONTACTS

Cooperation with the Federal Republic of Germany

On January 20-22, 2014, Intersputnik Executive Director Mr. Victor
Veshchunov met in Berlin with officers of the Federal Ministry for
Economic Affairs and Energy. The German party was represented by
Dr. Peter Voss, Head of International ICT and Postal Policy Division,
Germany’s representative on the Intersputnik Board. It was agreed that
the Ministry would participate in the joint session of the Intersputnik
Board and Operations Committee. Also, the parties discussed practical
cooperation between Intersputnik and its German signatories KB Impuls
Satelliten GmbH and Romantis GmbH.

Cooperation with Hungary

On January 22-24, 2014, Intersputnik Executive Director Mr. Victor
Veshchunov visited Budapest to discuss arrangements for and holding of
the joint session of the Intersputnik Board and Operations Committee with
representatives of the Ministry of National Development of Hungary and
Hungary’s National Media and Infrocommunications Authority.

A workshop organized during the visit was attended by representatives
of Intersputnik, Russia’s Trade Office in Hungary and Hungary’s space
industry. The workshop took place on the premises of a major Hungarian
space industry company, Bonn Hungary Electronics Ltd. At the workshop,
Deputy State Secretary of the Ministry of National Development of
Hungary Dr. Karoly Solymar signed the Intersputnik Operating Agreement.

On February 14, 2014, the National Assembly of Hungary ratified the
Protocol of November 30, 1996 on Amendments to the Agreement of
November 15, 1971 on the Establishment of the Intersputnik International
System and Organization of Space Communications and the Intersputnik
Operating Agreement.

On March 14, 2014, the Embassy of Hungary to Russia deposited the
instrument of Hungary’s adoption of the above Protocol on Amendments
for safe-keeping by the Government of the Russian Federation. The
instrument of ratification by Hungary of the Intersputnik Operating
Agreement was deposited with the Director General of Intersputnik as the
depositary of the Agreement.

Cooperation with Romania

On January 27, 2014, Intersputnik Executive Director Mr. Victor
Veshchunov met in Bucharest with the top managers of national radio
communications company Radiocom, including Chief Executive Officer
Mr. G. Grecu. The key subject under discussion was Intersputnik’s potential
use of the services of Radiocom’s earth station.

A meeting took place with H.E. Mr. B.-V. lonica, State Secretary of
the Ministry for Information Society, Romania’s representative on the
Intersputnik Board, to look into opportunities for closer cooperation
between Romania and Intersputnik, including participation of the
Ministry’s representatives in the regular joint session of the Board and
Operations Committee.

The Bucharest meetings were attended by H.E. Mr. 0. Malginov,
Ambassador Extraordinary and Plenipotentiary of Russia to Romania.

Cooperation with the United Nations

On March 23-27, 2014, Head of International and Legal Service
Ms. Elina Morozova took part in the reqular 53rd meeting of the Legal
Subcommittee of the UN Committee for the Peaceful Uses of Outer Space
held at the UN Office in Vienna, Austria.

Within the framework of the agenda item ‘Information on the Activity

of International Organizations in the Field of Space Law’ Ms. Morozova
spoke about Intersputnik in general and its activity in space in particular,
the upcoming substantial changes in Russian industry laws reflecting
the liberalization of the national satellite services market and Russia’s
obligations arising out of its accession to the WT0 in 2012.

International Conference on Space Law

Invited by the University of Luxembourg, Head of International and
Legal Service Ms. Elina Morozova took part on June 4-8, 2014 in the
3rd annual international conference devoted to pressing issues in the field
of satellite telecommunications regulation.

COMMENDATION

One of the workshops covered tools, which could be used by national
telecommunications regulators and satellite operators to suppress harmful
interference into adjacent satellite networks. Intersputnik’s representative
spoke about contractual methods developed by Intersputnik to alleviate
the effect of harmful interference.

At their joint session in Budapest, the Board and the Operations Committee resolved to present the Honorary Diploma of the Intersputnik International

EXPANDING THE INTERSPUTNIK SYSTEM

The ABS-2 satellite was orbited on February 6, 2014. After successful
in-orbit testing it was brought into commercial use. Intersputnik signed
contracts with several Russian customers for about 650 MHz in the
satellite’s Russia beam. Specifically, the entire capacity in the broadcasting
frequency bands available for use in Russia is marketed by Intersputnik.

At 75°E, the new satellite replaced ABS-1 and ABS-1A, which will
continue to be used in other orbital positions:

In the near future ABS-1 will be moved to 159°E to better cover Russia’s
Far East.

ABS-1A has already been deployed at 78°E. It uses Intersputnik’s
frequency assignments under an agreement with the Organization’s long-
term strategic partner Asia Broadcast Satellite.

A new satellite named ABS-3A is being built on schedule. It is slated for
launch to 3°W in early 2015 and will use Intersputnik’s orbit and spectrum
resource. ABS-3A will replace the existing ABS-3 satellite and offer much
more capacity to users in Africa, the Middle East, and Latin America.

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ABS-2 goes into orbit

ABS-2, a new-generation telecommunications  satellite, was
successfully launched February 6, 2014 from Kourou, French Guiana. The
satellite carries 89 transponders in C, K, and Ka bands in 10 beams with
various coverage areas, including the Near and Middle East, South and
South-East Asia, and the Asia-Pacific region. ABS-2 will be positioned
and operated in Intersputnik’s anchor position at 75°E covering nearly the
whole of Russia.

Intersputnik appreciates ABS's constructive cooperation, which will

continue on ABS-2. The satellite’s high-power transponders in the Russia
beam will help us implement large-scale projects, including DTH ones.

Intersputnik’s Commercial Director Mr. Timofey Abramov, Technical
Director Mr. Grigory Baitsur and Head of International and Legal Service
Ms. Elina Morozova were present for the launch.

In the future, operator Asia Broadcast Satellite plans to add at 75°E a
second new satellite, ABS-2A, with 48 Ku-band transponders covering the
rapidly growing markets in Russia, India, Africa, and South-East Asia.

ABS-1 moves to a different slot

After the launch of ABS-2 in early February to 75°E, customers were
transferred from ABS-1 to the new satellite. Now ABS-1 is being moved to
159° E to cover eastern Russia. Here it will be renamed ABS-6.

On February 27, 2014, the Board of Intersputnik Holding Ltd. approved
in a regular meeting plans to expand its subsidiaries’ business in 2014,
including further growth of sales at Isatel Russia and lsatel Kyrgyzstan
as well as more aggressive promotion of the group’s services in various
regions. For both companies, the corporate sector remains the principal
market segment. However, growing competition in this sector makes it
imperative to identify new niches such as services in the Ka band and the
use of combined satellite and terrestrial wireless technologies. Within the
framework of its core business, Isatel Russia transferred in the first half
of 2014 parts of its own network to new satellites, Express-AM5 (140°E)
and ABS-2 (75°E), following the planned replacement of the satellites in
these orbital positions. The hub station in Khabarovsk now runs on new

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software. In combination with the new satellite, this allows the return
channel to carry twice as much traffic.

In January and May 2014, Isatel Russia took part together with
Intersputnik in CSTB'2014 and Sviaz Expocomm — 2014, where the group
held meetings with potential partners and customers and presented its
mobile booth for the first time.
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
