INTERNEWS

Bidding on the contract to build
Colombia’s domestic satellite.

Some time ago, the Government of the Republic of Co-
lombia made a decision to procure a domestic satellite
telecommunications system called SATCOL and invited
bids from major international space system manufac-
turers and telecommunications satellite operators for
the manufacture and launch of Colombia’s domestic
geostationary satellite to be used within the framework
of the SATCOL system. In mid-June 2009, Bogota
hosted an international forum of potential bidders to be
followed by bilateral meetings of the bidders with the
Colombian Tender Committee scheduled to be held in
Bogota on July 23-24, 2009.

As agreed with the Russian Space Agency, a con-
sortium consisting of Reshetnev Information Satellite
Systems, Russia, and Intersputnik is going to take part
in the tender. A joint delegation of Intersputnik and

ISS headed by S.Kollar, Intersputnik Deputy Director
General, attended the above-mentioned forum on June
18-19, 2009. As agreed by the members of the consor-
tium, ISS will be responsible for the manufacture and
launch of the satellite while Intersputnik will provide the
required frequency/orbit resource in one of our geosta-
tionary orbital positions. The ISS/Intersputnik alliance
has already dealt with the implementation of major
international satellite projects. Specifically, with Inter-
sputnik’s direct support, ISS won a tender and started
building telecommunications satellites in Krasnoyarsk
for the international telecommunications satellite opera-
tors SpaceCom, Israel, and TELKOM, Indonesia.

Radio Day.

On May 7, 2009, all telecommunications, information
and communications industry employees celebrated
their professional holiday Radio Day. As always, the
main event was held at Union House, Moscow. The
grand meeting was attended by over 1,000 guests of
honor — veterans of the telecommunications industry,
heads of major public and private telecommunications
companies, engineers and technicians, employees of
TV and radio channels. The meeting was addressed by
the Minister of Telecom and Mass Communications of
the Russian Federation Igor Shchegolev who read out
a salutatory address by the President of the Russian
Federation Dmitry Medvedev. After the grand meeting,
there was held a concert of the stars of Russian per-
forming arts. Intersputnik was the general sponsor of
the Radio Day celebration in Moscow.

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World Day of Telecommunica-
tions and Information Commu-
nity.

On May 17, 2009, international public celebrated the
World Day of Telecommunications and Information
Community, which had been proclaimed by the Interna-
tional Telecommunication Union in November 2006 to
support general awareness of the opportunities that the
internet and information and communications technolo-
gies can offer individual countries and the whole man-
kind as well as of the ways to close the ‘digital gap’. On
the occasion of this holiday, Vadim Belov, Intersputnik
Director General, sent salutatory messages to the rep-
resentatives of Intersputnik Member Countries, senior
officials of the International Telecommunication Union,
other international and regional satellite organizations,
with which Intersputnik cooperates, and to the CEOs of
partner operators.

Consultations in Minsk.

On May 18, 2009, Intersputnik’s delegation headed by
Director General Vadim Belov and including Executive
Director Victor Veshchunov met in Minsk with senior
officials of the Ministry of Communications and Infor-
matization of the Republic of Belarus. Belarus was
represented by I.Rak, First Deputy Minister, heads of
core departments and representatives of the industry’s
design and research institute NIl Giprosviaz to specify
and agree on various aspects of reassigning the func-
tions of the Notifying Administration acting on behalf
and in the interests of Intersputnik from the Telecom-
munications Administration of the Republic of Belarus to
the Telecommunications Administration of the Russian
Federation.

As requested by the Belarus party, Intersputnik pre-
sented additional information and documents confirming
the status of satellite networks at 75E as networks filed
some time ago by the Telecommunications Administra-
tion of the Republic of Belarus in Intersputnik’s interests.
The documents presented to the representatives of the
Ministry included an official letter of the Radiocommu-
nication Bureau of the International Telecommunication
Union concerning this subject and confirming this status
of the satellite networks in question.

Participation in the activity of the
Regional Commonwealth in the
Field of Communications.

On May 21-22, 2009, Intersputnik’s delegation headed
by Deputy Director General Stefan Kollar and including
Executive Director Victor Veshchunov took part in the
40th meeting of the Council of the Heads of Telecom-
munications Administrations of the Regional Common-
wealth held in Brdo, Slovenia, at the invitation of the
Telecommunications Administration of the Republic of
Slovenia.

Presided over by the Chairman of the Council, Minister
of Telecom and Mass Communications of the Russian
Federation Igor Shchegolev, the meeting reviewed a
wide range of issues including those Intersputnik is
interested in. Specifically, the Telecommunications
Administration of the Republic of Belarus noted that in
autumn 2009 a high-level Meeting under the slogan
‘Uniting the CIS Space’ will be held in Minsk under the
aegis of the International Telecommunication Union.

During the meeting of the Council, there took place a
number of bilateral meetings between the delegation of
Intersputnik with N.Panteley, Minister of Communica-
tions and Informatization of the Republic of Belarus,
K.Yesekeyev, Chairman of the Agency of the Republic
of Kazakhstan; P. Vachkov, Chairman of the State
Agency of the Republic of Bulgaria for Information Tech-
nologies and Telecommunications; V. Bugayenko, Head
of Russia’s Federal Telecommunications Agency to
discuss matters of mutual interest.

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Participation in non-governmen-
tal organizations.

On April 17, 2009, the annual conference of the Rus-
sian Tsiolkovsky Academy of Cosmonautics elected
Intersputnik’s Executive Director Victor Veshchunov
full member of the Academy, Department of Philo-
sophic and Humanitarian Problems and History of
Cosmonautics. The Russian Tsiolkovsky Academy of
Cosmonautics had been established in March 1991 to
promote full-scale studies of various aspects of cosmo-
nautics, popularization of sciences and propagation of
knowledge about outer space, space activity and their
significance for humanity.

On June 17, 2009, the Supervisory Board of the Tele-
com-Forum non-profit partnership elected A.Mukhanov,
Director of International Cooperation Department of

the Ministry of Telecom and Mass Communications of
the Russian Federation, and V.Veshchunov, Executive
Director of Intersputnik, co-chairmen of the Supervisory
Board. Telecom-Forum had been established in 1994
by the Russian Ministry of Posts and Telecommunica-
tions and Russian Telecommunications Development
Corporation Inc., USA, for the purpose of providing Rus-
sian and international players on the Russian telecom-
munications market with an opportunity to informally
talk to each other and the top officials of the Ministry of
Telecom and Mass Communications and to consolidate
strategic partnership.

Notifying Administration replaced

The Telecommunications Administration of the Republic
of Belarus represented by the Ministry of Communica-
tions and Informatization of the Republic of Belarus as a
member of the Intersputnik International Organization of
Space Communications that has since 1993 performed
the functions of a notifying Administration when filing
satellite networks at the International Telecommunica-
tion Union on behalf of the Telecommunications Admin-
istration of the Intersputnik member countries decided
to stop, as from June 25, 2009, performing these func-
tions with respect to all satellite networks filed earlier in
Intersputnik’s interests and to waive responsibility under
the ITU Radio Regulations and other international trea-
ties

At the same time, the Telecommunications Administra-
tion of the Republic of Belarus will continue performing
all the functions of the Notifying Administration with
respect to the INTERBELAR-2, INTERSPUTNIK-75EQ
and INTERSPUTNIK-75E-CK satellite networks filed at
75E.

Following the resolution of the Board and the Opera-
tions Committee approved at the joint meeting in April
2009, the Ministry of Telecom and Mass Communica-
tions of the Russian Federation and Intersputnik agreed
that the Ministry would, starting from June 25, 2009,
perform the functions of the Notifying Administration
acting on behalf and in the interests of the Telecom-
munications Administration of the Member Countries of
Intersputnik.

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Intersputnik’s customers migrate
to Express AM44 satellite

Intersputnik has successfully migrated its customers
from Express 3A to the Express AM44 satellite. This

was done strictly as planned owing to close cooperation

between Intersputnik’s and RSCC'’s technical services.

On February 11, 2009, two Russian telecommunica-
tions and broadcasting satellites — Express AM44

and Express MD1 — were successfully launched from
Baikonur Cosmodrome, Kazakhstan. Placed into as-
signed orbit by a single Proton M launch vehicle with a
Breeze M upper stage, the satellites are controlled by
the RSCC Mission Control Center. On May 7, 2009, the
Express AM44 spacecraft was brought into use in its
assigned slot at 11W as part of the RSCC satellite fleet.
The in-orbit tests of its payload had been performed in
full to show positive results. Replacing the Express 3A
satellite, which has neared its end of life, the Express
AM44 satellite will help meet customer demand for
satellite capacity to be used both for video and audio
broadcasting and for voice, data and broadband ap-
plications as well as special purposes.

Express AM44 carries 27 transponders including 16
active Ku-band transponders, 10 C-band transponders
and one L-band transponder. The satellite is equipped
with four high-technology antennas: two steerable-
beam Ku-band antennas, one C- and one L-band
antenna covering Europe, the Middle East, Africa and
America. Built by Reshetnev Information Satellite Sys-
tems in cooperation with Thales Alenia Space, France,
is designed for a lifetime of 12 years.

The Moscow (Dubna) - Cuba (Havana) satellite link
used by the Cuban telecommunications company
ETECSA has been successfully migrated from the
Express 3A to the Express AM44 spacecraft. To sup-
port this link as resolved by the Russian-Cuban Inter-
governmental Commission for Economic, Scientific and
Technological Cooperation, Intersputnik and RSCC
are upgrading the Caribe Satellite Telecommunications
Center.

Within a short timeframe, there were moved from Ex-
press 3A to Express AM44 satellite channels of Isatel
LLC — the first company of Intersputnik’s subsidiary
Intersputnik Holding, Ltd. — an international group of
companies.

Intersputnik has been successfully selling the capacity
of the Express AM44 satellite. At the Sviaz-Expocomm
2009 international exhibition, Intersputnik signed a
contract with 013 Netvision Ltd. (formerly Barak I.T.C)
(Israel) for the lease of one 40 MHz transponder on this
satellite. In May 2009, there was signed a contract for
the lease of 40 MHz in C band with Earthly Orbit Com-
munications Limited, UK. This capacity is used for the
UK-Nigeria traffic.

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Cooperation of Intersputnik’s
technical service with the techni-
cal services of RSCC and Inter-
sputnik’s customers

Customers’ migration to the Express AM44 satellite was
controlled by Intersputnik technical service acting in
close cooperation with RSCC’s technical services. From
the middle of autumn to December 2008, the Technical
Department held consultations with RSCC’s technical
services to select a boresight for the C-band antenna.
Based on a thorough analysis of the effect of various
boresights on the operation of customers, there was
chosen the best-possible configuration of the coverage
area. The solution selected by Intersputnik proved to be
correct and this was confirmed in practice by successful
operation on Express AM44 both in the Caribbean and
in Europe and Africa.

Much ground work done by Intersputnik’s technical
service together with customers has been an impor-
tant factor supporting the migration to Express AM44.

Starting from 2009 the frequency plans of the users

of Express 3A capacity were rearranged and adapted
to the frequency plan of Express AM44 transponders.
These measures together with timely assistance and
the RSCC’s experts’ high level of proficiency helped
relocate networks consisting of dozens of stations

in various countries practically with no outages. The
preparation for Customer’s migration was aggravated
by the fact that some companies such as 013 Netvision
Ltd. and Earthly Orbit Communications Ltd moved to
Express AM44 from satellites belonging to other satel-
lite operators. Due to well-defined cooperation between
RSCC’, Intersputnik’s and indicated above companies’
technical services the migration to Express-AM44 was
completed with minimal down time for Intersputnik’s
customers.

Currently, Intersputnik and its customers are working to
optimize the traffic load of the Express AM44 satellite to
make use of the improved specifications of this satellite
compared to those of Express 3A.

A TURN-KEY BASIS

Migration of satellite networks
of Isatel’s customers to Express
AM44

On June 1, 2009, Isatel LLC successfully transferred
all of its customers’ links in Africa to the Express AM44
satellite at 11W.

Specifically, as the Express 3A satellite was being
replaced with Express AM44, Rusal’s network (five sta-
