Joint XXXVII session of the
Intersputnik Board and 9th
meeting of the Operations
Committee

On April 14-15, 2009, Baku, Republic of Azerbaijan,
hosted the joint XXXVII session of the Board and 9th
meeting of the Operations Committee. Held on the invi-
tation of H.E. Mr. A.M.Abbasov, Minister of Telecommu-
nications and Information Technologies of the Republic
of Azerbaijan, this event was attended by high-level
delegations from most of the Intersputnik Member
Countries and Signatories.

The delegates were welcomed by V.E.Belov, Director
General of Intersputnik. The delegates unanimously
elected H.E. Mr. A.M.Abbasov, Minister of Telecommu-
nications and Information Technologies of the Republic
of Azerbaijan, Chairman of the Organization’s Board for
a one-year tenure.

During the joint meeting, the Board and the Operations
Committee addressed and made decisions on various
aspects of the Organization’s business. The delegates
reviewed a detailed report of Intersputnik’s Director
General related to the Organization’s performance

over the year, which won a high appraisal of both the

Board and the Operations Committee. It was noted

that the positive indicators were secured against the
background of the rapidly aggravating global finan-

cial and economic crisis. The delegates looked into
amendments to the Intersputnik Operating Agreement
proposed for the purpose of clearly defining methods

of apportioning dividends among the Members and
Signatories of Intersputnik. These amendments were
approved and took effect immediately. The Board and
the Operations Committee concluded that the amend-
ments to the Operating Agreement signified that the
Organization had completed an important long-term
process of reforming and updating Intersputnik’s regula-
tory documents.

The Board and the Operations Committee thoroughly
discussed progress in the filing, notification and interna-
tional frequency coordination of Intersputnik’s satellite
networks as a vital aspect of Intersputnik’s activity. In
this context, Intersputnik’s governing bodies expressed
appreciation to the Telecommunications Administration
of the Republic of Belarus that for many years had been
performing the functions of a Notifying Administration

in Intersputnik’s interests and instructed the Director
General to start consultations with interested Intersput-
nik Members whose Administrations may wish to act as
a Notifying Administration.

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The delegates reviewed and approved the report of
the Chair of the Operations Committee on action taken
by the Committee over the year and the Report of

the Chariman of the Audit Committee concerning the
audit of Intersputnik’s financial and economic indica-
tors during the period from January 1 to December 31,
2008. A presentation of the Organization’s subsidiary
Intersputnik Holding, Ltd. attracted great interest of the
delegates. Intersputnik Holding, Ltd. provided detailed
information on its performance as an international group
of operators that in 2008 was joined by a new opera-
tor incorporated and operating in Tajikistan. Currently,
Intersputnik Holding, Ltd. offers a full range of satellite
telecommunications services using its own teleports in
Russia and Central Asian countries.

An important milestone during the joint meeting of the
Board and the Operation Committee was the election
of Intersputnik’s Director General. As proposed by the
Ministry of Telecom and Mass Communications of the
Russian Federation, this office will be held for the com-
ing four years by Vadim E. Belov.

On February 23-25, 2009, an official delegation of Inter-
sputnik headed by Director General V.Belov visited Minsk,
Republic of Belarus, to discuss with senior officers of the
Ministry of Communications and Informatization of the
Republic of Belarus further cooperation in the field of filing
and international legal protection of Intersputnik satellite
networks. At the meeting, Belarus was represented by
N.Panteley, Minister of Communications and Informatiza-
tion, I.Rak, First Deputy Minister, N.Strukov, Deputy Min-
ister, K.Tikar, Beltelecom, and heads of relevant depart-
ments of the Ministry.

Its mission
is to foster cooperation in the field of telecommunications
and posts. Intersputnik joined the Commonwealth as an
observer in 2007.

TASHKENT.
Joint meeting of the Commonwealth

Sky over Africa

Throughout 2008, Intersputnik was expanding its market
presence on the African satellite telecommunications
market. In September, a contract was signed with MEA-
SAT Satellite Systems Sdn. Bhd (Malaysia) for the lease of
Africasat-1 satellite capacity to offer satellite telecommuni-
cations services to customers in Africa.

The contract was signed within the framework of a dis-
tribution agreement making Intersputnik a non-exclusive
distributor of MEASAT’s Africasat-1 transponder capacity.
Also Intersputnik uses transponders on the Express 3A
satellite covering North and West Africa. Scheduled to be
brought into use in mid-2009, the Express AM44 space-
craft will allow Intersputnik to expand its presence in the
region and occupy a significant segment of the African
telecommunications market.

JOINT SATELLITE PROJECTS
ON A TURN-KEY BASIS

In 2008, Intersputnik developed and launched two joint
satellite projects in cooperation with Space Communi-
cation Ltd., Israel, and Telkom Indonesia.

The first project with Space Communication Ltd., is the
manufacture and launch of an advanced telecommu-
nications satellite to 17E. In September, an agreement
was signed on the use of frequency assignments in
the geostationary orbital slot at 17E. It is important that
another partner under this project is Reshetnev Informa-
tion Satellite Systems, Russia, a major satellite system
manufacturer that will build the spacecraft in the inter-
ests of Space Communications Ltd.

Another project was aimed at building and launching
the Telkom-3 satellite ordered by Telkom Indonesia. In-
tersputnik acted as a mediator and project coordinator.
On December 18, 2008 it was announced that Reshet-
nev Information Satellite Systems won the tender for
the manufacture and launch of the Telkom-3 spacecraft.
Using its experience in project implementation, Inter-
sputnik looks forward to other joint projects related to
the construction, launch and operation of telecommuni-
cations satellites on a turn-key basis.

ORBIT/FREQUENCY RESOURCE.

One of Intersputnik’s most important projects is to sup-
port its orbit/frequency resource. The ABS-1 telecom-
munications satellite is already operating in satellite
networks filed by Intersputnik. Within the framework of
the strategy of developing its orbit/frequency resource
approved in 2007, Intersputnik will expand the available
resource and launch new projects using this resource.
In 2011, the World Radio Conference will discuss
amendments to the procedure of advance publication,
coordination, filing and notification of satellite network
frequency assignments. Most of the Administrations of
the ITU member countries and satellite telecommunica-
tions operators recognize that the existing procedure
does not make it possible to adequately use the geosta-
tionary orbit and the radio frequency spectrum.
Intersputnik is a member of the working group of the
Regional Commonwealth in the Field of Communica-
tions that deals with the elaboration of the common
viewpoint of the Commonwealth’s member countries
with respect to the agenda of WRC-11 including the
procedure of advance publication, coordination, filing
and notification of satellite network frequency assign-
ments. Also, Intersputnik participated in the joint meet-
ing of the Commonwealth’s committee on the regulation
of the use of the radio frequency spectrum and EMC
and the Committee on satellite telecommunications,
video and audio broadcasting held on April 7-9, 2009 in
Tashkent. Earlier, Intersputnik’s specialists had devel-
oped methods of computer-aided analysis of mutual in-
fluence of satellite systems in adjacent orbital positions.
Whenever any adjacent satellite systems are coordinat-
ed, these methods make it possible to avoid excessive
mutual constraints and, consequently, increase the utili-
zation efficiency of the orbit/frequency resource. Based
on these methods, Intersputnik’s specialists developed
software that helps assess the degree of potential inter-
system interference allowing for the parameters of the
existing satellites and earth stations, characteristics of
channeling equipment, types of modulation and encod-
ing as well as economic factors affecting the choice of
operation modes.

segment and further project support. Isatel operates

its own teleport in Moscow, which is used as the main
gateway for Euroasian satellite telecommunications
networks and a control hub station. The company is
developing a number of major projects in the Russian
Federation and abroad. For example, Isatel implement-
ed a project in Guinea for Rusal by upgrading Rusal’s
satellite telecommunications network interconnecting
the head office in Guinea’s capital Conakry, a mining
company in Kindia, an aluminous plan in Fria and an
industrial complex in Dian-Dian. Also, an international
Moscow-Nigeria satellite channel was established for
Rusal accessible from the Alscon plant.

Apart from these projects, Isatel implemented other
ones for telecommunications companies, TV and radio
broadcasters.

In 2008, Isatel completed the construction of its own
warehouse to reduce project lead time that often de-
pends on the timely supply of hardware. Having equip-
ment in stock gives the company an extra advantage.
Also, the company installed a VSAT corporate network
for AsiaUniversalBank - one of the largest banks in Kyr-
gyzstan. Today, eight branch offices across the country
have access to satellite telecommunications. Discus-
sions are in progress to connect more branch offices to
this network.

ISATEL KYRGYZSTAN

The Bishkek-based Isatel is the Holding company’s first
subsidiary in Central Asia launched in late 2007.
Currently, Isatel Kyrgyzstan operates its own Technical
Center in Bishkek staffed with professional personnel.
The company is fully licensed and certified to provide
service to customers.

Despite its youth, the company has already completed
several large-scale projects in Kyrgyzstan having
brought into use a satellite TV distribution network for
the National TV and Radio Corporation for the purpose
of expanding TV coverage. It is of strategic importance
for any country to be able to broadcast its national TV
channels over its entire territory.

Another achievement was the establishment of satel-
lite telecommunications channels to connect remote
base stations of Kyrgyzstan’s largest GSM operator Sky
Mobile. Today, mobile telephony is available in hard-to-
reach regions near the China border. This project was

unique in terms of the terrain where equipment had to
be installed on high mountains at an altitude of 4,000 m
above sea level.

Also, the company installed a VSAT corporate network
for AsiaUniversalBank — one of the largest banks in Kyr-
gyzstan. Today, eight branch offices across the country
have access to satellite telecommunications. Discus-
sions are in progress to connect more branch offices to
this network.
